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Programme Structure and Content

Students will be required to take an introductaggttat the beginning of the Programme.
During the two semesters, students are requiredake oral presentations, take mid-term
tests andsubmit written essays, according to the organimatid each course. Upon
completion of the coursework they pursue furtheseagch, leading to the submission of a
dissertation in September.

Faculty

The teaching staff comes primarily from the Faculify Political Science & Public
Administration of the University of Athens. Acadasifrom other institutions in Greece and
abroad may also be invited to teach on the Progeamm
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Admission requirements

A maximum of twenty-five (25) students will be
accepted onto the programme in 2012-2013, most of
them originating from Southeast European countries.
Eligible to apply are graduates of Greek Higher
Education Institutions or foreign Higher Education
Institutions which have been recognised by the Kree
state as equivalent. Preference will be given to
graduates in the fields of study covered by the
Programme. In the case of foreign degrees, official
recognition by Hellenic Naric* is a prerequisiter fo
participation in the Programme (please see the iteebs
of Hellenic Naric http://www.doatap.gr). Further
information on this process will be provided onbe t
candidate selection process is complete.

*The procedure of recognition can start after the
announcement of the successful candidates.

Tuition Fees

The tuition fees are € 1500, payable in one non-tgidable instalment at the time of
registration. Applicants are required to specify their citizenship in the application form.

Tuition fee waiver

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Documents required

1. The completed application form (which may be downladed from our web site:

A statement of purpose in English (500 words maxinm).
A certified copy of the applicant’'s first degree (aminimum GPA of 6.5/10 is a
prerequisite for acceptance on the Programme). Appants who will not have
graduated by the application deadline but are expéed to graduate in 2012 should
submit a signed statement declaring (a) their curnet grade point average, (b) the
number of courses they need to pass in order to gilaate, and (c) that the final
degree will be submitted, at the latest, by regisation in October.

4. A certified copy of the applicant’s official university grades transcript.

5. Official translations into Greek of documents 3 (dgree) and 4 (transcript), required
when the original documents are in a language othethan Greek or English.
Students submitting their documents in English shod be aware that if accepted on
the Programme, they will be required to provide offcial translations into Greek for
registration at the University of Athens

6. Proof of excellent knowledge of the English languagin the form of certified copies
of (a) Proficiency of Michigan or Cambridge or (b) TOEFL with a minimum score
of 88 (Internet-based) or (c) of a University degre on English Language and
Literature or (d) of a degree from an English spealng University (If the university
is located in a non-English speaking country, apptants should also attach a
certificate from the University certifying that all courses were conducted in English).

7. Two recommendation letters, at least one of whichhsuld be from a faculty member
of your own university. Recommendation letters shdd be written in English or
Greek, have an original signature and stamp of theelevant institution and should
be attached to the application in a sealed envelopéth the referee’s signature over
the flap. Applicants are asked to use the “Form forReferees” which is part of the
application material.

8. Simple photocopies of other supporting documents g. knowledge of other foreign
languages, seminar attendance certificates, etc.

9. Successful applicants who hold a first degree from non-Greek university will be
required, upon acceptance by the programme, to subitntheir qualifications for
recognition by Hellenic Naric, the official Greek ertificating institution for foreign
degrees (please see the website of Hellenic Narittph//www.doatap.gr). Further
information on this process will be provided oncelte candidate selection process is
complete.
