“The Maestors of the Psaltic Art” is a well-known (since 1983) in the field of Byzantine Musicology
Choir of Chanters. “The Maestors of the Psaltic Art” have offered, up to now, over four hundred
presentations, both in Greece and abroad (Europe, Asia, America and Australia). They have chanted in
very famous Music Halls [such the ones of Greece, Romania, Estonia, Russia, S. Korea, the Opera House
of Sydney, etc.], as well as in a lot of Byzantine Churches [such as the basilica of St Mark in Venice, the
church of the Holy Sepulchre in Jerusalem, etc.] and also during various important services and
ceremonies [such as in Nazareth for the 2000 years since the Annunciation, in Great Hellas-Kalbria and
Sikelia for the official pilgrimage of the Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomaios, etc.]. “The Maestors of the
Psaltic Art” have recorded, up to the present, over 25 CDs.

Achilleas G. Chaldaeakes: Professor of Byzantine Musicology at the Department of Music Studies of
the NKUA [see: http://uoa.academia.edu/AchilleasChaldaeakes]. He teaches on both undergraduate and graduate level
at the NKUA, but also at other Greek Universities and Institutes. His published scientific work comprises
more than 150 studies (monographs, articles, entries in encyclopaedias, communications in congresses,
essays in various collective volumes and scientific reviews, etc.), mostly on various subjects (theoretical,
historical, aesthetical, etc.) pertaining to the field of Byzantine Music [see: http://publicationslist.org/achilleas-
chaldaeakes]. He is also a regular collaborator and consultant on Byzantine musicological entries in the
Great Orthodox Christian Encyclopaedia, the TPABOC/IABHAA SHUUWK/TOMNEANA and the Grove Music
Online. He participates in almost all Congresses on Byzantine Music both in Greece and abroad, and is
a member of the scientific and organizing committees in most of them. He is also an active member of
various international scientific societies whose activities are focused on Byzantine Musicological
studies. At the same time, he is the director of an artistic group of international renown, the choir
“Masters of Psaltic Art”. With this choir he has given, up to the present day, more than 400
performances in Europe, Asia, America and Australia and has appeared in many radio and TV shows in
Greece and abroad [see: http://www.youtube.com/playlist?list=PLB65889676CC3D40E&feature=mh lolz]. He also is an
internationally recognized and praised chanter, i.e. an artist-performer of Byzantine Music. He chants
regularly in a church at the center of Athens, but also in various religious and artistic events both in
Greece and abroad, where he is frequently being invited as a chanter [see:

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TRONOS Psaltic Group was founded in 1997, on initiative of Archdeacon Mihail Buca, protopsaltis of
the Patriarchal Cathedral of Bucharest, and is formed especially of young theologians keen on byzantine
psaltic music. The group was named “Tronos” by His Beatitude Patriarch Daniel in 2007. Thus, TRONOS
Choir was formed at the lectern of the Patriarchal Cathedral, around Father Protopsaltis MihailBuca.
The holy services, participations in various church events, concerts, numerous practices and audio
recordings were occasions for the group’s members to discover and fathom even more the psaltic
chanting — traditional music of the Orthodox Church. All these efforts have already led to emulations
from other youngsters and psaltic music groups all around the country. For this reason, it can be stated
that TRONOS Psaltic Group, through its diverse activity, has contributed significantly in the
perpetuation of the Romanian church music tradition. For TRONOS Choir members, the attention for
the accuracy of the scores’ performance is doubled by the love and respect they all hold for the message
of the liturgical text, thus showing that the melody serves the words and the prayer. Especially during
the last seven years, the Group of Psaltes of the Patriarchal Cathedral has held many byzantine music
concerts both in Romania and abroad and has recorded several CDs, thus becoming famous both in
Romania and beyond its borders. TRONOS Psaltic Group was awarded the Order Sanctus Stephanus
Magnusby His Beatitude Patriarch Daniel, in December 2013, for its entire activity over time.
