Visual art as treatment for post-traumatic stress isorder (PTSD):

The Calumny of Apellegs one of the smallest, but most famous paintofgSandro Botticelli (1445-
1510). In the 1480s, Botticelli had generated aalipoetry for a city still believing in its repudzn
tradition. However, after the death of Lorenzo idhifico in 1492, the artist was so affected by the
Dominican preacher Girolamo Savonarola (1452-98)p wehemently denounced the materialistic
worldliness of Florence and the sins of the Flarerst that he developed innovative responses to the
Friar's ideals about picture making in accordandé tihe character of piety prevailing in the chahge
artistic climate in the city. Botticelli’'s paintintpe Calumny of Apelless a moral allegory, but still a
profoundly Humanist work based on Lucian’s rhet@riessayOn Slanderln his treatise, the second-
century AD writer describes in detail the iconodnaf a picture, on the same subject, made by
Apelles, the favorite painter of Alexander the Gréavas a response to slanderous accusations made
against Apelles by an envious fellow painter. Iis thaper, we will see how Apelles and Botticelli
dealt with traumatic events and experiences thakedaa period of their lives using instinctivelyeth

art as therapy. Could the cases of these artisistitate recordings of Post-Traumatic Stress Disiord
centuries before this syndrome was recognized pghvatry?

Issues of methodology in Prehistoric excavationsudng the period 1950-1970

Lesley Fitton has written that Prehistoric researohsolidated during the post-war period without
any substantial changes and mainly with the exeemif the excavation and systematic uncovering of
new sites, such as Lerna, Ayia lIrini, the palac®leétor, and Akroteri at Thera. Kostas Kotsakis has
in parallel but compatibly attributed the estabimgmt of an ethnocentric approach to Prehistory in
Greece to the dominance of the traditional paradigna similar spirit, Donald Sanders has argued
that the documentation and study of prehistoritigectural remains in Greece remained static and

heavily influenced by the ¥&entury classicism up until the greater part efplbst-war period.

Although the views of the above researchers arnd valmore detailed look at excavation practices of
the period under examination shows an intense rdetbgical but also wider epistemological

fermentation, which took place in parallel to threqess of establishment of traditional archaeology
during the period 1950-1970. The present papemitiates this epistemological dynamism of the

period through characteristic examples of final aaation reports and with emphasis upon the
documentation of architectural remains and stragibic data. Observations on the specific techniques
adopted by the related excavators are connectdtbetwider issues touched by Fitton, Kotsakis and
Sanders, such as central European and Anglo-Saxcavagion techniques, the relation between

prehistoric and classical archaeology and ethndcenterpretation.

Symbolic gifts to the gods and the deceased: looneights and spindle whorls

Spinning and weaving were inextricably intertwineih the life and every day activity of women,
used for the production of clothes and textilestfa clothing of all members of tl@kosand the
furnishings. Lavish cloths, richly decorated teediland luxurious garments were greatly valued
reflecting the sophisticated skills in weaving asminning, as this is manifested by the literary

sources, the various mythic traditions and the rnateecord.

Recent excavation works at Xobourgo on Tenos disfila symbolic value that loom weights and
spindle whorls held in the cultic, funerary and lulexpression of the local communities. A large
corpus of spindle whorls and loom weights has beemught to light from various contexts: the
sacrificial pyre pitsdated to the Geometric and Archaic period, the tsang of Demeter
(Thesmophorion) outside the fortification wall dfet Archaic period, from the burial ground of the
Archaic and Classicglolis of Tenos and equally from a public building of eppmately the same
date (Building E).

This paper shall offer a short synthesis of thehaological finds, the written sources, the

iconographic and mythological representations riadeoto better approach and highlight the symbolic

value of this class of material culture for thdgielus and public life of ancient Tinos.

New Evidence from the Excavation of the Early Chrigan Basilica

at Palaiopolis, Andros

The research at the Agora of the ancient city ofirts at Palaiopolis, under the direction of Lydia
Palaiokrassa, Professor Emerita of Classical Arlogg at the National and Kapodistrian University
of Athens, contributed in 2015 and 2016 new evidemt the three-aisled basilica which was built on
the stoa of the lower terrace of the complex ingeond half of the 5th c. A.D. Work was focused on
the east part of the building, now covered by ar8-£arth filling. In the central aisle, the excawa

of the holy bema area was completed, revealingvtinde surface of the paved floor attributed to the
monument’s second building phase (after 552 A.DJ a big part of the marble barrier's stylobate.
Two conchs were found in the north wall of the haisle; the one to the east was semicircular and
was probably used as a small holy water fountalme $econd one, to the west, was larger and
rectangular in shape. It preserves fragments of paihtings depicting several unidentified saints’
figures, probably dated to the 5th-6th c. A.D. Aftee abandonment of the settlement in the 7th c.
A.D., it appears that a temporary workshop wasllest in the same aisle, where marble material was
gathered, cut into pieces and reworked. This dgtis@n be traced in the full of marble stone-chip
layer that was found during the excavation. In sbath aisle, the inner face of the east wall was
uncovered, with a Hellenistic marble socle stillbemided in the masonry. The portable finds from the
basilica excavation consist of hundreds of marbégrhents coming from architectural elements,
works of sculpture and inscriptions, dated to Gtaddgill Early Christian era, and very few sherds.

Sanctuaries and Cults in the Coastline of Chalkidikduring Antiquity

The Case of Pallene

This presentation contains the first results ofregearch focusing on a section of my research jor m
PhD thesis with the title "Ports and Sanctuarieshan northern Aegean, from the Iron Age to the

Classical period”, which begun in 2015 under thgesuision of Ass. Prof. Dr. E. Kefalidou.

Chalkidiki, and particularly its western peninsitallene, was a rich place in a strategic location,
which attracted the interest of southern Greeksftioe period of the first colonization as shown by
both ancient written sources and recent archaembfinds. Excavations of the last decades revealed
that the area was colonized already during the t2tttury BC, in an effort to control the natural
resources and the sea routes of the northern Aegeah continued during the 8th century BC,

contributing to a stable network between colonias metropoleis.

Colonies, founded in naturally fortified places anddirect contact with the sea, had temples and
ports to service their various activities. Thougtvfare the remains of the ports, either becausieeof
rising sea levels or due to the use of safe nabags for docking, numerous are the temples and cul
located in the peninsula of Pallene, among themsthectuaries of Poseidon (Potidaea, Possidi),
Artemis (Sane of Pallene), Dionysus (Mende, Afyt@)d Zeus (Afytis). All these cults and
sanctuaries reveal the links between the colomeéstlaeir metropoleis. Oldest of all seems to be the

Restoring the image of Roman and Late Roman Laconia

Regularity and irregularities in lonic capitals

A large number of Roman and Late Roman architectneambers, mainly of unknown provenance,

are stored in storerooms and archaeological siteagonia.

The lonic capitals constitute a relatively largewgy. Their typological grouping sets off their dgrea
variety: regular, with calyces, schematic, or ottypes, and their subgroups, illustrate well thage

of Laconia during the Roman and Late Roman timesreldver, their morphological examination
allows for the identification of influences frometlprominent Imperial workshops, but also of the
components of the local “visual language”, withime tframework of the common architectural
features of Imperial times. Furthermore, the obsiqueference of Taygetos’ marble assures the
intense activity of the local workshops. There afegourse, imported capitals, mainly from Attiea,
can be concluded from both the raw material itaetl the capitals’ style. Last but not least, tecni
observations on the lonic capitals, such as toakimgs, engravings and repairs already in ancient
times, allow an in depth insight into how their atiegs worked. Finally, their approximate

chronological definition reveals the periods oifiighing or reduction of the building activity.

The lonic capitals, like the vast majority of tleamaining surviving architectural members in Laconia
can hardly be attributed to buildings. However ytltan be effectively integrated into the overall
picture of Sparta, Gytheion and the other Laconiams, of which the topography is increasingly
enriched by the excavations and is composed ofge laumber of public and private monumental
buildings. As a result, we can safely argue thatr#rity of building remains in Sparta — and ndton

The study of the portable finds from the Early Christian settlement

at Halasarna, Kos

The excavations being conducted since 1985 atmindedasasrna, Kos by members of the University
of Athens’ Department of Archaeology have broughtight part of an Early Christian settlement.
Two phases have been detected at the settlemergatlier of which dates from the lat& éentury to

the major earthquake of 554, and the later dowieécabandonment of the coastal settlement in the
mid-7" century due to Arab incursions. Houses, courtyastieets, squares, workshop installations,

and a tomb complex have been revealed.

The Tetraconch in Athens

The research team has, since 2013, documentedugifdyothe remains and scattered blocks of the
guadrefoil structure (Tetraconch) in the LibraryHddrian. The survey of tha situ features was
conducted with the equipment of the department;réselts allowed the precise reconstruction of
individual architectural compositions (semicirculeolonnades, antae, masonries, doorways etc)
within the construction. The latter are based @ndbcumentation of scattered blocks and fragments
found in the site. The documentation works put fimavthe accurate geometry of the ionic columns,
the curved entablatures, of thus far unknown fegtaf the antae, of wall crown moldings and other
courses that have been presented in large scaleabyis Travlos. The plans of the mosaic floors
have been drawn; systematic comparison with thesest parallels (early Christian Garden / Villa of
“Amalia” in the National Garden of Athens) is thigssible.

Architectural blocks were marked, numbered and redpmn the site; subsequent documentation is
combined with filing in scale 1:1 and in a threeadnsional system. The benefits from the research
are remarkable, both on theoretical and practatls. The shorter columns of the upper story that
appear in Sisson’s and Travlos’ reconstructed aesttannot be located on the site; new on paper
reconstructions are offered. Newly identified memshaf the Tetraconch can readily be used in future
enhancement projects in the archaeological siteeoLibrary. It is concluded that the Tetraconclswa

constructed of reused parts from Hellenistic andh&o monuments that stood in Athens. The order

of a colossal Corinthian structure is identifiedosg the latter.

Systematic Excavation at the Sanctuary of Apollo Rixaios/Pythaeus

Financed by the Ministry of Mercantile Marine, thfeegean and Island Policy and with the
participation of a large number of researchers stodients, the systematic excavation at ancient
Halasarna (modern Kardamaina), Kos continues siff®85 under the direction of a group of
professors of the Department of Archaeology andHiséory of Art of the University of Athens. This
excavation has gradually brought to light the saemst of Apollo Pythaios/Pythaeus of ancient
Halasarna, one of the oldest and most revered sies of Kos. Up to now six monumental
buildings of the Hellenistic and Roman periods h&een discovered on the site, as well as an
extended part of the early Byzantine settlementt lmn the remains of the sanctuary. The most
significant and best surviving of these edificebudding C, a distyle temple in antis most likely of
the early Hellenistic period. The late Hellenidiiglding A was probably a publiedifice, to which a
colonnadeto the north belongs. Surviving in worse conditisrbuilding B, east of building A,
probably some independent structure of the same fieriod as building A. Frorbuilding E a
monumental wall 17,29 m long has been broughtgbt lup to now, together with a square space
(3,75X 3,70 m.) covered with large ashlar blocks, pertapgribolos wall and the substructure of a
propylon respectivelyBuilding Z is a monumental stoa of the late Hellenistic pkriebuilt during
the earlyByzantine period, which so far has been dug to gtkeof 31, 90 m. The most significant
find of the recent excavations lisiilding D, one more distyle temple in antis, with a north doatk
orientation instead of east to west, to be datetheéomiddle Roman period. Numerous inscriptions,
fragments of marble sculpture, terracotta figurimesl other small finds and pottery attest the

importance of the sanctuary of Apollo.

At the end of 2015 the systematic study of the &emg finds co-financed by the European Union
(European Social Fund — ESF) and Greek nationalsfuResearch Funding Program THALES, has
been completed. The publication of the resultshef study in the volume series HALASARNA is

Where was the Land of Danuna located?

The Land of Danuna is mentioned only twice in theviving texts: in the letteEA 151 of the
Amarna Archive, which was sent by king Abimilki ®fre to the king of Egypt, as well as in the
letter KBo 28.25, which was sent by Ramesses théoHittite king HattuSili Ill. None of these texts
gives a reference to the geographic location dfkimgdom. The majority of the scholars assume that
it was located somewhere in the Levant, while atliennect it with the tribe of Dan of Israel, with

Adana in Cilicia or with the Homeric Danaans.

Tenos-Xobourgo

The sacrificial pyre pits of the Classical period ad their tradition

During the years 2015-2016 the Athens Universityagations at Xobourgo on Tenos continued at
the area of the Classical cemetery on the eastgeno$ the cliff. The cemetery develops on either
side of a roadway directed to the settlement higlpeon the hill. In the excavated area there is a
group of %' century BC graves on one side of the road andiassef funerary monuments on the

other side of it.

Some of these structures, which are directly rdlabea grave, belong to a monument type known
mainly from the cemeteries of Attica as «peribold3wt there is also a number of other more modest
structures that are not directly related to a tdralow them, but they were used for rituals honoring
the dead long after the burial. They have the fofra stone platform, or more usually of successive
platforms succeeding each other on the hillslopeldnger use analogous to that of the “offering
trenches” in Attica. Abundant traces of fire anfedhgs on them provide significant evidence for

mortuary rituals on Tenos unidentified in the Cgda so far.

The new data include evidence for animal sacrificea mortuary paltform, as well as a huge
enclosure wall inside which a number 8f&ntury BC pyre pits almost identical in form armhtent
with those of the Geometric period. This presémtatliscusses all types of sacrificial “pyres” at

Xobourgo in an attempt to trace the different tiads that shaped them.

The Chronicle of a Small Collection of Cypriot Vase: from Nicosia to the Museum of

Apeinanthos, Naxos: their dating and context

Southeast of the village of Apeiranthos, at algitewn as Lakkomersina, exists a church dedicated to
St. Panteleimofthis church is a complex of two tangent single-arsd&e buildings, the south of

which is the largest in size.

Wall paintings of different phases survive in theich. The three layers of frescoes that have been
preserved in the conch of the apse of the soutk aa¥ of particular interest. These paintings were
partially covered at a later date by a verticallwab the first layer belongs a decorative pattern
painted in brownish-red on a thin white plasteorfrithe second layer three figures are recognizable.
A figure of Christ in all likelihood is depicted the centre of the conch. At the left of Christ theo
poorly preserved figure should be identified withir§ Isidore according to the inscription O

Al OC] ICI4QPOC. Finally, at his right the saint holding surgidastruments and an apothecary
box can be identified with the physician and patsaint of the church saint Panteleimon, an
identification which is also corroborated by higiéd features. A decorative band which probably
belongs to the third and last phase of fresco dgicor —visible today in large parts of the church—

has partially covered the second layer.

Byzantine and Venetian Monuments in the Lassithi Rovince

The Church of St. George at Malles (Loutra), leraptra, and its Wall-paintings

From the research conducted in eastern Crete beelast three years, under the auspices of our
Department, in collaboration with the ArchaeologiGervice (archaeologist Georgia Moschovi,
architect Daphne Chronaki) and with the particqraif students, | will briefly present and comment

on the wall-paintings of the church of St. Georg®lalles, lerapetra.

The church is located in the abandoned settlenfdrdudra, near the ancient city of Malla, and s&nd
on the ruins of an earlier structure. It is a Haveaillted single-nave church (ca. 11.50X5.00 mjhvai
large apse. It was once covered with frescoestdugy many of them are damaged. Traces of a
hitherto unrecorded dedicatory inscription are @resd, which also referred to the (master) painter.
In the sanctuary dominate a Deesis, with an owetlsZhrist, and officiating bishops flanking the
Melismos the barrel-vault shows the Ascension and thedeest. In thenaosChristological scenes
unfold, with an extended cycle of Lord’s Passiopisedes from the Virgin's life, and saints,
including the four evangelists, Sts. Constanting ldelen, and the Ten Saints martyred in Crete. Of
significant interest is the sizeable figure of gmnymous saint withita scenes, a large composition

of the Tree of Jesse, the Last Judgment, moredacenes as well as depictions of lay persons.

The monument is marked by considerable iconographit stylistic interest and the exceptional
guality of its art. Observations will be made abitwt nature and execution of the decoration, wisich
due to more than one painter, the question of gatwe wall-paintings and the patron’s identity.
Finally, the need for restoration of the churclensphasised (the Archaeological Service repaired the
roof recently), as well as that of excavations, chhwill certainly illuminate many aspects of its

history and uses.

The new archaeological and educational material ithe Museum of Archaeology

and History of Art; activities in the Museum with students’ involvement

This paper concerns the enrichment of the Museuttm archaeological objects and new educational
material, as well as activities connected to Archagy courses. During the years 2015 and 2016 two
collections entered our Museum, one from Athensamather from Cyprus. The former, comprising
23 items, was bequeathed by known journalist PakasKatimertzi. The latter was granted by
Professor Paschalis Kitromilides through the Cypgvluseum and the Department of Antiquities of
Cyprus as a permanent loan and includes 15 diaichepecimens of Cypriot ceramics. Also, the
specialised artist engraver-etcher Elias N. Koswvelonated a showcase with instruments and

materials for the various techniques of the aRmfting.

Meanwhile, in the halls of the Collections Ahcient Sculpture, Epigraphy and Castsd Rocks,
Minerals and Ancient Technologthirteen large panels were created with new tar drawings
referring to thematic groups of ancient Sculptuae, well as seventy-seven labels on individual
exhibits. Professors Olga Palagia, Dimitris PlastZstelios Katakis, and Marlen Mouliou, lecturer-
museologist, willingly cooperated, as did Dr. Alegea Sfyroera, archaeologist, Michel

Roggenbucke, conservator, and Thaleia Papoutsakitect.

The update of the information material, the newwatase for the Cypriot vessels, as well as relevant
texts, composed by Professor Nota Kourou with Abelka Sfyroera’s assistance, were realised thanks
to generous funding by the A. G. Leventis Foundatithe recent acquisitions and the display of new

educational material reinforce the Museum’s mission

In addition to the sanctuary of
Apollo Maleatas and Asklepios, the ancient cityfepidauros is for the first time amongst the sites o

The short-term 2016 excavation campaign continueskearch previously carried out by the
Committee for the Preservation of the MonumentSmtlauros. More specifically, at the Asklepieion
an ongoing — since 2010 - investigation in speafieas of the sanctuary was upheld. Excavations
were conducted in the so called “Building E” (amleage structure for the carrying out of ritual
meals), in “Altar H” (earth altar dedicated to tblkthonian aspect of Asklepios), and in the area
between the latter and the Tholos. All researcmistied valuable data for the sanctuary’s early
phases of worship (from thd'To the 4" century B.C.). In the city of Epidauros, enhancenveorks

at the theater and its surroundings led to theodlety of a large part of a monumental fountain leous
of the 4" century B.C.; the latter was fully renovated dgrihe 2° c. A.D., with the simultaneous
erection of a large stoa. During the 2016 campuaigralso continued the excavation of a large pyre in
front of the Tholos ramp, in more ancient layessyell as - in the city of Epidauros - the uneaghi

The "Great King of Alashia": archaeological and texual evidence on the sociopolitical

Organization of Cyprus during the Late Bronze Age

The ancient kingdom of Alashia is commonly ideetifiwith the island of Cyprus at least during the
Late Bronze Age. Moreover, in the Amarna lettefkiag of Alashia” is mentioned as being equally
important with the Egyptian Pharaoh, even thouglpr@y was admittedly inferior concerning its
political and military power. It seems that thearsdl’s position and its importance as a trade partne
were sufficient reasons in order to be acknowleda®ed mighty kingdom during the second half of

the 2nd millennium B.C.

In this presentation we offer a brief overview aifrious texts coming from the kingdoms of Egypt,
Hatti and Ugarit and referring to the socio-poétisituation in Cyprus (Alashia). As it will be sho

by the parallel investigation of available archagatal indications, there is a notable discrepancy
between the textual and archaeological data. Marawne of the available excavated sites of the
island can be securely considered as the capitdieofsreat Kingdom of Alashia.

“ARGOS: The MH origins of a diachronic Argive centre”

My doctoral research is focused on the early MHgae(MH I-11) in Argos, under the light of the
new evidence deriving from the thorough examinatmithe unpublished material from Fr.
Croissant’'s excavations (1966-1974) at the Soutar®@u of the modern town. The main aim is to
highlight the importance of research of the earl bulture, which is traditionally described in texm

of material poverty, and to discuss the signifi@otArgos in the wider region of Argolid.

The combined examination of both pottery and gfraphy enabled the identification of four distinct
phases of habitation (South Quarter I-IV), dateamfMH | to early MH Ill, and a fifth one (South

Quarter V), dated to the MH IlI-LH I transition, wh the area was used exclusively for burials.

For each phase, the research focused on the partaharacteristics of the settlement and the buria
record, with special emphasis placed upon the cdsgra between different habitation areas of
Argos, including Aspis, and between Argos and othegive sites, mainly Lerna and Asine. The
comparative analysis revealed important differencekted to the management of the production
surplus, the external contacts, and the treatmietiteodead. The results of this analysis suppat th
idea of intra- and inter-community competition gnd into question the traditional belief for social

and economic stagnation of the early MH societies.

Arcblgical evidence
and more importantly the clay tablets from the R@yahive of Mari are the principal means to trace
the economic administration of the palace. Morenmiation can be drawn from the archives of the
cities with which Mari maintained commercial andldmatic relations. The study of the data
currently available, as from the foundation of thalace of Mari at the beginning of the 3rd
millennium B.C. until its destruction in 1760 B.@llows us to reconstruct a wide range of economic
activities not only in the palace and the city, blgo in the whole dominion. The presentation will
briefly focus on the economic system, with emphasishe 2nd millennium B.C., when the majority
of written evidence dates back to. | will also refe the evidence concerning the existence of
commercial relations between Mari and Crete.

The subterranean built chamber at the Hippolyteionof Troizen

and the cult of Hippolytos in the sanctuary

The Hippolyteion of Troizen, the shrine in honour tbe local hero Hippolytos, was the most
important sanctuary of the ancient city. The dsgdtural remains of the monuments, the scarce
artifacts, as well as the written testimonies dtuist evidence confirming the activity of the sarsly

throughout antiquity, from the Geometric down te Roman times.

A fact of great interest is that, at the west ehdhe sanctuary, lower than the level of the platea
created by the peribolos, stands a small subtearahailt chamber, which was obviously excavated
by Welter, but was first mentioned in bibliograghythe present author. The absence of any mention
by the excavator concerning the revelation of themument and, consequently, the other findings,
which must have been unearthed during the excavatks in the chamber, impedes the deduction

of certain conclusions.

However, the architectural characteristics of #pecific monument, examined in combination with

the existing evidence concerning the other builglig the sanctuary, as well as the ancient
testimonies about the myth of Hippolytos and hils there, permit an, as possible, documented and
logical hypothesis about the function of the subteean chamber and, consequently, about its

importance among the other buildings of the Hippmbn.

In this chamber, which was not visible by thosendtag inside the peribolos, a chthonic cult was
hosted. In fact, the presence of a niche andloWaaltar — offering table leads to this conclusion
Therefore, the chamber should probably be relatéd te “tomb” of Hippolytos, which the

A bust of Aesculapius in Parian marble from the sactuary of Diana Nemorensis

The bust of a bearded god from the sanctuary ofid@n the shores of Lake Nemi near Rome was
found in the excavations of Lord Savile in 1885 @dow in the Castle Museum, Nottingham. The
sanctuary of Diana lies in private land and hasha&n properly excavated until the beginning of the
21st century by which time private excavators hedaved the bulk of movable finds and sold them
abroad. Material from Nemi is now dispersed in foauntries and two continents. The sanctuary of
Diana flourished from the late second century Bi@the mid first century A.D., when it was
embellished with sculptured images of gods andapeiportraits. The most famous sculpture from
Nemi is the head of an acrolithic cult statue o2 in the Ny Carlsberg Glyptotek, created by a
Greek sculptor of the late Hellenistic period ire thtyle of the fourth century B.C. The bust of
Aesculapius in the storerooms of the Castle Museunot easily accessible and has remained in the
shadows. Its style is close to the Great Altar efg&mon and it has been considered part of an
acrolithic statue by comparison with the head adriai. This paper examines the technical details of

the bust in order to establish its original funotas an architectural sculpture.

Palaiopolis at Andros

The excavation of the Agora of ancient Andros (2013016)

The excavation at the site of the agora of andlemtros has revealed sections of ten buildings and

four roads on two terraces, belonging to eight tantonal phases.

During the last two years, excavation in the ugpeaace confirmed the relation of the sub-basement
space west of building D with the monumental propylof the 2nd century B.C., to a fish market. In
the southeastern part of this building a four sidewistruction, probably related to chthonian wagrshi
was identified. In stoa C, east of building D, dhtdso to the 2nd century B.C., the edge of its
longitudinal wall was uncovered, correspondinghte first two rooms-shops. Metallurgical activities
were housed not only in the areas of buildings & Bnreplaced by building D, but also in the aréa o

stoa C.

In the lower terrace, two constructional phasestim F were attested, probably dated to the 3rd and
2nd century B.C. The stoa was covered in the Sttucg A.D. by the basilica (see presentation of N.
Gioles-G. Pallis). In the rear of the stoa, a nekwaf pipelines, used for the supply and drainifig o

the revealed fountain's water, came to light.

In a semicircular conch in the northern basilicdlwstones from a semicircular exedra of Roman

times, inscribed with the names of two citizené\nfiros, were used as spolia.

Glassware from the city of Patras

Imported burial offerings of the Early Roman imperial period

This paper focuses on the study of imported gléfsings in the Early Roman imperial burials that
were discovered during the conduction of salvageeations in the city of Patras. The majority of
the presented assemblage dates to the 1st c. Adyreng the 2nd c. A.D. the number of imports is
significantly reduced. This is due to the develophw glass as an item of daily use, which ledhi® t
establishment of a local workshop, as well as ttedlgal change in burial practices. The entire
material consists of vessel types slightly repegior individual, while there is a vessel with aqure,

so far, shell decoration in high relief.

More specifically, the examined assemblage featsyagposium vessels, vessels for the presentation
of goods, cinerary urns, various containers of aignpowders, and different storage containers that
reflect aspects of the daily life of the city'sizétns. Moreover, it includes a large number of yoe
bottles of various shapes and colours reminiscénth® burial practices of Capua, Naples and
Pompeii. It is noted that physicochemical analyse$ormed on the bird-shaped findings confirmed
both their foreign origin and their strict produati control process in comparison to the numerous,

natural coloured perfume bottles of the same period

Although the vessels of italian origin are indigatiof the romanization of the city, some of them
indicate the interaction of the newly establishatidan workshops with the older eastern glasswarkin
tradition. The imports from the Eastern Mediter@mere linked in all probability to their content,

and are restricted mainly to containers of perfuores related cosmetic substances.

Finally, the study of this assemblage distinguisivedsels of exclusive burial function, whose
symbolism and/or function is attempted to be imetgd. For this purpose, literature relevant to the
chemical analyses of organic residues in similashape and context glass vessels is also taken into

The archaeological research in Anatoli, lerapetra

The excavations of the University of Athens in miaim village of Anatoli, lerapetra, started in 2012
and until now focused on the excavation of a l&igepalatial mansion at the site of Gaidourofas and

a Neopalatial peak sanctuary in the nearby si&t@afromenos.

According to the recent excavations at Gaidourdfasmansion functioned as the administrative and
economic center of an extensive upland area, dbnggdhe exploitation of the mountain resources
and the distribution of the products to the lowknBxcavations at Stavromenos showed that the site
functioned as the peak sanctuary of a large, ykbhamn, Minoan town located in the fertile plain of

lerapetra.

Since 2015, thanks to the doctoral research of Kakantzopoulou, the research expanded in the
broader mountain area between the villages of An#&talamafka and Malles. Information by locals,
extensive field survey and the use of drones aridlgdotos revealed new habitation sites, withyver

well preserved architectural remains in high adtits, between 900-1050m.
The results of the aforementioned research promtsribute new evidence to our poor knowledge

concerning the exploitation of the Cretan mountaitisng Minoan times and provide indirect, albeit

valuable, information concerning habitation in kelands.

The Manufacture of Early Cycladic Figurines: experimental approaches

and archaeological conclusions

The marble Cycladic-type figurines have been trawitlly regarded as the hallmark of the culture
that developed in the Cyclades in the middle of3fenillennium BC. However, due to the lack of
contextual information, they are often approachedlaects of ‘high’ art, detached from their cudtur
and historic context. Moreover, these approachedased on untenable hypotheses and unfounded
theories about the existence of specialized ‘msisterartists, with high technical knowledge, spéci

toolkits, investing much time and labor for theiamufacture.

With the above in mind, the authors started in 281®search project involving the experimental
manufacture of Cycladic-type figurines with the aghrecording the parameters related to their
manufacture: the potentials and limitations of i materials and the tools, the necessary time and
energy, the intermediate stages of the manufagtymiacedure, the possible pitfalls and the degfee o

craft specialization needed for their production.

The experiment took place in the Museum of Archagpland History of Art, with the active
participation of students of archaeology who mambirtown Cycladic-type figurine and tested their
strength and capabilities. Furthermore, a largebmrrof students and visitors of the museum had the
opportunity to follow the experiment, discuss maifiyhe parameters concerning their manufacture,

their symbolisms and function and understand thkagological implications of the experiment.

Letter EA 35 of the Amarna archive sent from the kihg of AlaSiya to the pharaoh

The Amarna letters are often used as a sourcef@imation concerning the trade of various goods
and raw materials in eastern Mediterranean and\#w East of the Late Bronze Age. A group of
those letters were exchanged between the king gptEand the king of AlaSiya, i.e. the island of
Cyprus, which was the primary copper supplier. i 85 the king of AlaSiya apologises to the
pharaoh for the smallness of the delivered amdunégards 500 pieces of copper of an unspecified
weight unit. Up until now, the overwhelming majgriof researchers believes it to be talents, the
largest weight unit of the ancient Near East. Tdsumption has found further support by the
findings of the Uluburun shipwreck, which sank elds the southwest soars of Turkey and is dated at
the late 14th century BC.

The study of the Attic pottery imported in the damcy of Hyria corroborates the estimation that
although Naxos followed closely the fate of otherg@an islands in the Late Archaic and Classical
periods, no serious economic decline can be detdotehis island, in contrast to what modern

scholarship maintains.

There is nothing unique or peculiar about theseoieyl attic red-figure and black-glazed vessels;
they follow largely the standard types already kndwm other parts of the Greek world and are
mostly drinking and eating ware. They also proa titual banquets that were at the core of the

Hyria celebrations in earlier periods, continuetbégperformed in the sanctuary in the late 6ththad

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The departmental excavation at Plassi, Marathon (206-2016)

and the early Mycenaean Warrior Grave

The excavation of the Department of Archaeology Hislory of Art at Plassi, Marathon, continued
in the years 2015-16, as part of the undergraduatgulsory courselA103: Excavating, Studying
and Exhibiting Archaeological Material,” which offe basic field work training to students

specialising in Archaeology and History of Art.

The excavation revealed architectural remains efBhrly, Middle and Late Bronze Age, graves of
the Middle Bronze Age and the Protogeometric peand large quantities of pottery dated from the
Neolithic to the Early Byzantine period. The ab@idence reinforces the idea that Plassi was the

center of continuous human activity, for almostrfoullennia.

The 2016 excavation campaign revealed the mostriaupiofind so far, a shaft grave containing the
weapons and limited human remains of a warrior dlate the early Mycenaean period. The
presentations included in this session deal with risults of the last two excavation seasons, the
excavation data and the finds from the Warrior @rand preliminary interpretation of the available
evidence. The session closes with the results efettucational programme organized in 2016 for

primary school children from Marathon.
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
